Option #1.) This is an individual project. Create a found poem using words from the novel The Great Gatsby. Your poem should be representative of a theme of your choice, and must be at least 20 lines in length. 
What is a found poem?
	A found poem is created by taking words, phrases, and sometimes whole passages from other sources and reframing them as poetry by making changes in spacing and lines, or by adding or deleting text, thus making new meaning.


YOUR JOB:
	CREATE A TITLE: Come up with a creative title for your found poem.



	CREATE YOUR FOUND POEM: You will be taking words, phrases, and/or whole passages from The Great Gatsby and reframing those selections to create a poem that is representative of a theme from The Great Gatsby.



	WRITE YOUR RATIONALE: You will also have to write a rationale or explanation as to how your found poem is representative of the theme(s) you have chosen. 

*Start by explaining the theme and how it is represented in the novel.

 *Next, refer to at least 2 examples from The Great Gatsby where this theme is represented. 

*Finally, pick at least 3 lines from your found poem to explain why you used specific words, phrases, and/or whole passages from The Great Gatsby to best represent that theme. 

The rationale needs to be 1 full page, typed, Times New Roman, double spaced, 12pt font.
